Background

u Space and maintenance issues at Pierson Library and historic Town 

Hall.

u Parking, pedestrian and traffic challenges at the municipal campus. 

u Two years of public process and project scoping to develop clear 

options to address these challenges.  

u Municipal bond survey is continuation of ongoing information 

gathering and public participation throughout the process.



Survey Methodology

u Informational letter and survey instrument designed by municipal 

representatives and contract researcher.

u Mailed out after 2017 Town Meeting to approximately 5,480 registered 

Shelburne voters. 

u 1,188 respondents before cut-off.  

u 22% response rate (typical response rate of 10% was far surpassed).

u 99% confidence level and 3.3% margin of error for results.

u Findings are highly representative to the population.
